In West Virginia our
population is about 1,818,470. Imagine what our roads would look like if every citizen threw a can out of the
car window. Now, imagine what our state would look like if every citizen recycled that can. If every citizen
did just a little, the impact would be huge. Here are some painless, easy things to do to improve our world.
Many will save you money!

Choose Reusable - Use a travel mug instead of disposable cups, pack lunches with reusable containers in-
stead of plastic bags, bring your own reusable bags to the grocery store.

Be an Environmental Shopper - Avoid single serving packages, don’t buy things that are over packaged,
buy the large size when possible and refill smaller containers at home. Make your own cleaning products
using natural ingredients and avoid unnecessary chemicals. Use a little less detergent or soap. Ask yourself
how long you will have this.

Donate unused clothing and household goods to someone who needs them. This ofters the added bonus of
less clutter at your house.
